Walter Rios is an exquisite, versatilie BANDONEONIST, COMPOSER, ARRANGER and DIRECTOR.

His art has made him an inspiration for poets. The writer Rodolfo Relman dedicated the poem “Fuelle”
to him: “The bandoneon, the instrument of the century, the one that breathes becomes, in the hands of
Walter Rios, the unquestionable main character of the most beautiful melodies of all times”

Bandoneonist Walter Rios was born on the 18th of July 1942 in San Eduardo, Santa Fé. His first mentor
was his father, Don Santos Rios when he was only four years old. Already at the age of six, he began to
perform on stage with his father’s orchestra. He was a bandoneonist of the Maipo Orchestra of Venado
Tuerto and he continued studying with Antonio Rios in the city of Rosario. In 1960 he arrived to Buenos
Aires to start his study at the National Conservatory of Music.

Founder of Tango Trio and co-founder of Quinteto de Musica de la Ciudad de Buenos Aires, he has
performed all around the world with “The Walter Rios Quintet” and “The Walter Rios Sextet”, along
with Ricardo Dominguez forming an unforgettable guitar and bandoneon duet. As a soloist, he played
in several prestigious Symphonic Orchestras such as “El Pueblo Joven”, “Maria de Bs As” from Astor
Piazzolla and Horacio Ferrer as well as the Symphonic Orchestra of Finland with Susana Rinaldi among
others.

The most special feature of this artist is his extensive knowledge of the diverse musical genres such as
tango, jazz, classic and folklore.

In november of 2007, Melopea Records published his work called Tarde de Julio, which he shares
with the exquisite singer Mariel DuPetit. This was a magnificent artistic work mixing the classics and
contemporary genres.

2009

Master Rios launches his album Mi Refugio as a part of the series The Art of the Bandoneon, which can
be summed up as a splurge of emotion and talent. Nowadays he is considered among one of the five
most important bandoneonists of the world.

In May he performed series of tribute concerts to Astor Piazzolla with his new Octet at the Civic Theatre
in Pasadena, CA, also interpreting a selection of his own compositions.

On July 11th, the Bandoneon’s day, Master Walter Rios held a historic concert of bandoneon solos
together with Juan José Mosalini, Julio Pane, Néstor Marconi and Leopoldo Federico to commemorate
the birth of Anibal Troilo.

On August 18th, he performed a concert at the President Alvear Theatre in Bs As, where he presented
part of his latest recorded material and the newly formed Walter Rios Octect.

For his 60 years along with music, he got a distinction from the Department of Music of Buenos Aires in
recognition for his career as a musician and composer.

On October 26th, in a ceremony held in the Golden Hall of the Legislature of the City of Buenos Aires, the
Minister of Culture declared Walter Rios as an Outstanding Person contributing to Culture.

On November 22nd, the community of his hometown San Eduardo honored him by naming the main hall
of the new museum and cultural center after him.

2010

He starts the year with the show In Dreams and Love together with his wife, the exquisite singer Mariel
Dupetit. Together they have reached a beautiful symbiosis, caressing melodies of the greatest tangos
and songs of all times.

On May 19th, the City Council declared him a Distinguished Visitor of the City of Venado Tuerto.
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Tan Jialiang

Tan JiaLiang, graduating from Piano Department, ShenYang Conservatory of Music, is a young accordionist,
member of China Accordion Association of Chinese Musicians Association, director of Shenzhen Accordion
Association, artistic director of Peking University Accordion Orchestra, program instructor of Master of Fine
Arts in Hebei Normal University,

In April, 2010, he pursued his learning under the guidance of Frederic Deschamps and in the same year
became the spokesman for China Region of Hohner Musikinstrumente Gmbh & Co.KG.

He has won 12 prizes in competitions home and abroad, the highlights including 3rd place of Virtuoso
Entertainment Adult Category in Accordion World Cup Croatia 2010 as the only winner from China, champion
of The 40th National Television Accordion Competition of Finland 2012 as the first Chinese performer to
win this prize in history, and the champion of Virtuoso Entertainment Knock-Out Competition in 2015 China
Shenzhen Xixiang Music Valley International Accordion Competition, achieving glory for his home city,
honored twice by Cai Wu, Minister of Culture of the People's Republic of China.

Since 2008, his compositions (solo, ensemble, and tutti) and adapted pieces have been assigned as
competition repertoire at many international competitions and performed by contestants. His pieces, such
as Transient Fireworks Prone to Die Away, Memory Beyond Water, Rose, Rose | Love You, contribute to the
development of Chinese accordion music.

He has held several accordion concerts and lectures, and worked as competition judge in Beijing, Tianjin,
Shanghai, Xiamen, Hong Kong, Shenzhen, etc. He has recorded accompaniments for Sing My Song and
Perfect Voice, and has been invited for interviews from China National Radio, Liaoning TV Station, Bao’an TV
Station, and Bao’an Daily.

Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra (SSO)

Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra (SSO) was founded in 1982 with the support of the Shenzhen Municipal
Government. The orchestra has grown into one of China’s finest professional orchestras after more
than 30 years of explorations and efforts. The orchestra has since distinguished itself as having a high
level of excellence and a rising international profile. Violinist Mr Nie Bing is the current president of the
orchestra, Maestro Yu Long as Artistic Advisor, Music Director is the distinguished conductor Lin Daye.
Until 2007, well-known Chinese conductors such as Yao Guan Rong, Zhang Guoyong, and Yu Feng
have held the position of Music Directors of the orchestra in the past. Christian Ehwald, the Principal
Professor of ‘Hanns Eisler’ Conservatory of Music’s Conducting Department in Berlin, assumed the
position of Music Director from 2008 to July 2016. Since August 2016, famous young conductor Lin
Daye has appointed as the Music Director of the orchestra.

The orchestra has toured regularly around China since 1987, making stops in many cities such as
Beijing, Shanghai, Hangzhou, Sichuan and Xinjiang. The orchestra has also done regional tours in
Taiwan, Hong Kong and Macao in that time. On the international stage, it has toured in over four
continents, spanning countries such as the United States, Canada, Czech Republic, Poland, Germany,
Italy, France, Turkey, South Africa, Singapore, Indonesia, India, Korea, Thailand and other cities and
has received international acclaims.

Since 1994, the orchestra has participated in major festivals including the 4th China Art Festival, 3rd
China-International Piano Concerto Competition, Shenzhen-International Piano Concerto Competition,
China Conducting Competition Concert, Beijing Modern Music Festival, National Center for the
Performing Arts Festival, Shenzhen ICIF Art Festival, Turkey Istanbul Music Festival, 1zmir Music
Festival, Ankala Music Festival, Mittelfest, Ravello Wagner Music Festival, Bellini Music Festival,
French Dinar Music Festival and 1st World Buddhism Symposium. They have received many praises
in regard to these various performances. They have also been involved in many events on the CCTV.
In 1997, they were invited to Europe and were the first orchestra from China to perform at the Berlin
Philharmonie Hall and Smetana Concert Hall in the Czech Republic. In 2007, they were also the
first orchestra from Asia to perform at the Cathedral of Saint-Louis des Invalides in Paris. In 2013,
the orchestra was invited by UNESCO to perform the Confucian Symphony Ode to Humanity at the
UNESCO Headquarters City Hall.

In 2016, the orchestra has received international acclaims for the Chinese New Year Celebration
performances in the United States and Canada. “Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra implacable grandeur
performance could have graced the pit of any regional opera house in the United States or Europe” by
the Washington Post

Throughout the years, the orchestra has cultivated long lasting collaborations with great conductors
and soloists such as Lv Qiming, Chen Gang, Tan Dun, Ye Xiaogang, Tang Jianping, Wang Ning, Huang
Anlun, Zhang Qianyi, Eric Kunzel; conductors such as Li Delun, Huang Xiaotong, Chen Bianyang, Tang
Muhai, Chen Zuohuang, Zheng Xiaoying, Shui Lan, Hu Yongyan, including renowned international
conductors such as Kirill Petrenko, Daniel Oren, Edvard Tchivzhel, Guido Johannes Rumstadt, Lior
Shambadal, Husco, Michael Foster and Smart. The orchestra has also performed works by famous
composers like Lv Qiming, Chen Gang, Tan Dun, Ye Xiaogang, Tang Jianping, Wang Ning, Huang
Anlun, Zhang Qianyi, Eric Kunzel; and has featured soloists such as Lang Lang, Li Yundi, Chen Sa,
Wang Jian, Qin Liwei, Qian Zhou, Lv Siging, Ning Feng, Chen Xi, Zhu Dan, Zuo Zhang, Arto Noras,
Oxana Yablonskaya, Kun Woo Paik, Antje, Weithaas, Midori and Diana Tishchenko as well as famous
singers, Dai Yugiang, Liao Changyong, Song Zuying, Zhang Liping, Huang Ying, Dilber Yunus, Wu
Bixia, Yin Xiumei, He Hui, Jose Carreras, Carlow Struly among others.

On the home front, the orchestra has focused on actively supporting the works of local composers.
Noteworthy pieces are the premieres of the Choral Symphony Ode to Humanity, Symphonic Folksongs,
Hakka Rhyme and Harmony of the Divine Land which have received critical acclaims from professional
musicians, audiences and the media. The orchestra is passionate about supporting the Shenzhen local
symphonies. They also perform the works of local composers and promote the culture of Shenzhen
annually.

“Being the finest orchestra, performing a public service, and bringing over elegant music into the
society” is the motto of the orchestra. Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra aims to propagate and promote
music literacy in Shenzhen. The orchestra also hopes to enhance their reputation both in China and
abroad with a wide range of repertoire and the cultural awareness of Shenzhen.
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Liu Ming / Conductor

Ming Liu is one of the most successful Chinese conductors of his generation. Maestro Liu graduated from the
University of Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music with a Master’s Degree in Orchestral Conducting. He
earned a second Master’s in Piano Performance from the University of Houston Moores School of Music.
Currently, he serves as Director of Orchestral Activities at the Xinghai Conservatory of Music in China where
he is also Principal Conductor of the Shenzhen Symphony and Principal Guest Conductor with the Liaoning
Symphony.

Mr. Liu started his professional training in music at age five with his mother tutoring him on the piano. Upon
entering middle school at the Shenyang Conservatory, he studied music theory and composition with his father
who was a composition professor in the Conservatory. After graduating from high school, his focus shifted
to orchestral conducting. Ming Liu was quickly accepted into the Shanghai Conservatory, as an orchestral
conducting student, and was offered conducting engagements with several professional Chinese orchestras
during his studies there.

In 1995, Mr. Liu came to the United States to study with Gerhard Samuel and Christopher Zimmermann in
the College-Conservatory of Music at the University of Cincinnati where he was awarded a full scholarship
and teaching assistantship. While a student at CCM, he conducted several performances with the Cincinnati
Philharmonia, Concert Orchestra, and Ballet.

In 1998, he entered the Moores School of Music where he studied piano with icons Betty Ruth Tomfohrde and
Abbey Simon, and conducting with Franz Anton Krager. He also served as a teaching assistant.

In 2006, he was appointed to the faculty of the Xinghai Conservatory of Music in Guangzhou. Under Maestro
Liu’s direction, the orchestra program in the Xinghai Conservatory has become one of the most prestigious in
China.

Ming Liu has conducted numerous orchestras including the Ballet de L'Opera de Paris, Cincinnati Philharmonia,
Cincinnati Ballet, Sault Ste. Marine Symphony Orchestra, Symphony Orchestra of University of Houston,
Changchun Film Orchestra, Jilin State Philharmonic, Guangzhou Symphony Orchestra, Hong Kong Ballet
Company, National Film Symphony, Shanghai Philharmonic, Tianjing Symphony Orchestra and Xiamen
Philharmonic.
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Yuri Sidorov is a well-known Russian Bayan performer, educator, exploits artist, and professor of Moscow
Gnessin School of Music. He won the second place in 1979 International Accordion Competition Klingenthal.
He has held more than 300 recitals across Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Netherlands, Sweden, Switzerland, and
Serbia. In 1989, Sidorov performed Grikin’s concerto in Carnegie Hall, New York, in corporation with Russian
National Symphony Orchestra and achieved great success. So far he had recorded and released CDs
containing adapted classic pieces and premiered by him, such as Tchaikovsky’s Dumka, Nagayev’'s Sonata
No.1, Zolotaryov’s Children’s suites.

Alexander Poeluev was born in Rostov-on-Don, Russia on January 12, 1981. He began his music studies at the age of six at the music
studio of A. S. Shachnev.

From 1991 to 1996, Alexander was enrolled in the Tchaikovsky Music School in the Class of Selected Members of the All-Russia
Musical Society of I. N. Pilipenko.

In 1996 he entered the Rostov State College of Arts, qualifying for the special class of S. S. Galkin for Outstanding Russian Artists.
After completing one year of studies, he continued his education at the A. Shnitke Music College in Moscow in the distinguished class
of Russia's National Artists, and went on to win several international competitions under the tutelage of noted educator, composer and
accordion virtuoso, professor Viatcheslav A. Semionov.

In 1997, Alexander became the double winner of the All-Russia competition for accordion players in Belgorod (Russia) and in 2002 at
the Coupe Mondiale International Competition, in Copenhagen (Denmark), he won in two top categories:

SENIOR COUPE MONDIALE and

COUPE MONDIALE INTERNATIONAL PIANO ACCORDION category.

In 2005 he became the laureate of the International Competition which was held in Detroit, USA. In 2006 Alexander was awarded first
place in the first international competition held in Shanghai (China).

Alexander has performed in New Zealand, Australia, USA, China, Netherlands, Slovakia, Hungary, Serbia, Croatia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, France, ltaly, Finland, Denmark, Sweden, Poland, Lithuania, Latvia, Ukraine, Belorussia, Bulgaria and in many cities of
Russia. He is currently an active concert artist, frequently serves as an adjudicator at international competitions and an art director of
the international festival and competition Accordion Plus in his native city - in Rostov-on-Don. In August 2013 his first CD Live in Rostov-
on-Don 2013 was published. This CD was born not in the studio, but in the atmosphere of concert halls of Rostov-on-Don, Taganrog,
Novocherkassk. The CD is a result of careful selection of music to include pieces of different styles and periods.

His repertoire now includes pieces from baroque times to the most contemporary academic and entertainment music. Solo in classical,
folk, and jazzy styles, programs with symphony and folk orchestras and different types of ensembles. From recent times his repertoire
includes his own pieces and transcriptions for the accordion with using new sound effects. In March 2014 on the V-th International
Festival Accordion Plus was a premiere of outstanding Ukrainian composer Victor Vlasov, his piece devoted to Alexander Poeluev The
promenade on water ski was performed by Alexander with New-Centropezn jazz quartet.

Alexander Poeluev is an art-director of International Music Center “Harmony” which holds the Accordion Plus international competition
and festival. In 2016 IMC Harmony organized COUPE MONDIALE in Rostov-on-Don (first time in Russia during the 80 year history of
the competition). After this Alexander was awarded a medal for the merits for Rostov-on-Don.

Alexander Poeluev's performances are distinguished by his great mastery of the instrument, brilliant technique and virtuosity and
sensitive interpretations.

Wang Xueqing is postgraduate instructor of Accordion Department in Tianjin Conservatory of Music.

At age of 8, he made his debut on the stage of Peoples’ Theatre. In the following 30 years he had achieved a lot of
good remarks.

He won the 1st prizes of Hebei Accordion Competition in 1988 and the first prizes of Beijing Accordion Competition in 1989.

In 1992 he won the 1st prize and Best Performance Award of Parrot Cup National accordion competition with Wang Shu
Sheng’s Nuoenjiya Fantasia.

In 1998 he won the 1st prize of the adult category of National Accordion Competition.

In 2000 he won the 1st prize in ensemble category of the 7th Beijing International Accordion Competition.

Due to years of great efforts in pedagogic study, he has published multiple papers and instructed students winning prizes
in many competitions

Between 2006 and 2015 he had received excellent instructor Awards for competitions home and abroad.

In 2007, answering the invitation of China Accordion Association of Chinese Musicians Association, he helped with the
recording of Demonstration CD for National accordion grading works (set 3) and published Solo Level 9 samples through
People’s Music Publishing House.

Wang Lu Lu is an associate professor of Department of Music, Shenzhen University, postgraduate instructor, accordion
doctorate holder from Wuerzburg Conservatory of Music of Germany, enlisted in Shenzhen Peacock Project, which is
started for foreign high end talents, vice chairman of Shenzhen Accordion Association

She won the 1st prize in ensemble category of the 45th Klingenthal International Accordion Competition of Germany,
which is categorized as A list competition by Ministry of Culture, the 3rd place of the 13th Arrasate International Accordion
Competition of Spain, which is known as the Paganini Award for Accordion, the 1st prize in New Zealand, the 1st prize in
Wuerzburg Accordion competition, the first prizes in Wolfgang Fischer Chamber Music Competition, and the 2nd place of
JAA International Accordion Competition of Japan.

She had performed in concert halls in Germany, Austria, France, Australia, Japan, Korea, including Rhine Opera, Seoul
Arts Center, National Center for Performing Arts, Xinghai Concert Hall, Xi'an Concert Hall, Shenzhen Concert Hall, and
Shenzhen Grand Theatre.

In February, 2012, she cooperated with world-famous cellist Zhao Jing in Piazzolla Cello and Accordion Concerto in
National Center for Performing Arts. In November, 2013, she performed Hyumkyung Lim’s original piece Sudden Stop |
in cooperation with Korean National Symphony Orchestra, in Seoul Arts Center. In May, 2013, she was invited to premier
Ballet Deep Field by German composer Adriana Hoelszky in Rhine Opera.

She was invited to work as the judge of 50th Klingenthal International Accordion Competition of Germany. Her students
are of great excellence and have won more than 20 golden prizes in international accordion competitions such as
Klingenthal and Sumer of Harbin.

In 2014, China Record Corporation Shenzhen Branch published her personal album Conversation with Muses.

Liu Zhao is deputy director of China Accordion Club and the first professional accordion performer of China.

He once worked as chief judge of Zhongsin International Music Competition.

In 2008, he graduated from Piano Department of Central Conservatory of Music, under the instruction of Prof. Cao Xiao Qing.
In 2009, he attended master class given by Frederic Deschamps and received full scholarship.

In 2011, his first personal virtuoso entertainment accordion album Night of Paris was released by Hong Kong
Professional Education Press.

In 2012, he won the first place in Senior virtuoso entertainment category of Coupe Mondiale International Accordion
Championship

In 2008 he, along with 5 brilliant youth performers from Central Conservatory of Music, founded SOUL Chamber
Orchestra. Soon after the foundation, they made tours of Europe and performed in embassies. From 2012 to 2013,
SOUL Chamber Orchestra performed in many famous palaces of arts, including National Center for Performing Arts,
Beijing Concert Hall, Forbidden City Concert Hall, and Poly Theatre.

In 2014 their first orchestra album Le quattro stagioni-from Vivaldi to Piazzolla was published by China Record
Corporation.

He himself was invited to make tour concerts in New York, Washington, Los-Angeles, Seattle, and Chicago.

So far, he has been active in giving performance in theatres across China. His multiple-styled, original, and adapted
pieces, including Tango, Jazz, Ballard, make lingering impressions on the audience.

Wang Dan graduated from Central Conservatory of music.

In 2011, accordion tuttii under her adaption and direction won the 3rd prize in the 14th Beijing Student Arts Festival.

In 2012, she was invited to work as judge of Hohner Cup Variete Accordion Competition and was honored for Excellent
Instruction and Excellent Adaption.

In 2015, she performed in collaboration with Tango Orchestra CIRIACO from Argentina and went on a short term
exchange program in Buenos Aires State University of Arts and learned after renowned bandoneén masters including
Pablo Jaurena and Walter Rios.

In 2016, she worked as judge at the invitation of Tarbagatay Prefecture International Accordion Festival and performed at
the opening concert as the winner of Excellent Instructor.

In 2017, she won the 3rd place in bandoneon category in the 54th Klingenthal International Accordion Competition of
Germany.
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Niu Xiang

Niu Xiang is the Secretory General of Shenzhen Accordion Association, Art Supervisor of Shenzhen Qing Zhi Hua
Cultural Communication LTD, chead of Tsinghua Art Troupe.

In 2000 he graduated from Xi'an Conservatory of Music, with highest honors under the derection of graduate instructor
Prof. Liu Yong Yuan holding a Bachelor Degree.

He helped established Shenzhen Accordion Association and was elected as Secretory General.

He also founded Accordion Amateur Community, orchestra named Flying Accordion, which was invited to several
concerts sponsored by Shenzhen Government. His original compose Brilliance of South Five Ridges won the gold prize
in Shenzhen Peng Cheng Golden Fall Instrumental Competition. He schemed and conducted Shenzhen “Nan Shan”
Cup Invitational Tournament for 3 straight years, The Dialogue Between Europe and Shenzhen, The Popular Accordion
Concert, Shenzhen Love of Accordion Concert, and 2015 Shenzhen Accordion Masters Forum. He invited many
European top accordionists to hold concerts, contributing for the development of Shenzhen accordion.

In 2011, he formed Tsinghua Art Troupe. They organized more than one hundred artistic activities, becoming first class
performing group. They are honored by Shenzhen government as Excellent Organizer and Advanced Individual.

Wang Dan Tong, 16, started to learn accordion at the age of 3 under the guidance of Li Jian Lin, Chairman of Accordion
Art Council of Hebei Musicians Association, and showed great talent.

Later she learned after Liu Shao, Chinese Youth Bayan Accordion Virtuoso, and Li Yan Sheng, famous accordion
educator, under whose guidance, her skills improved greatly.

She has achieved great performances in accordion competitions home and abroad.

She won golden prize for performers’ category in 2015 Asia Pacific Accordion Festival and the first place in virtuoso
entertainment of 2015 Shenzhen Xixiang Music Valley International Accordion Competion.
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
